Express. As the train in the movie starts to fly out of control, so do I. As it whirs to a stop and bumps over
the rickety tracks, so do I.

The company's GP PRO 200 game chair costs about $15,000, and was honoured with an Innovations
Design and Engineering Award at the Consumer Electronics Show taking place here this week.

Claude McMaster, president and CEO of the company, is convinced that adding motion to movies will
change the way we enjoy home entertainment systems. "If you want to have a true ultimate entertainment
experience and basically be immersed in the film, this is your chair," he said in an interview.

"That was crazy," said 23-year-old Las Vegas resident Kristin Payne, climbing out of one of the game
chairs. "It actually freaked me out -- it felt totally real."
